° At least 63% of students in grades 3-8 will score at the advanced/proficient performance levels.

No more than 20% of students in grades 3-8 will score below basic on the Math PSSA.

At least 50% of students in grades 3-8 will score at the advanced/proficient performance levels.

At least 50% of students will attend 95% of days or more.
